THE JIMMY WATSON MEMORIAL TROPHY

The Jimmy Watson Memorial Trophy is presented by the Watson family and friends in recognition of his services
rendered to the advancement of the Australian wine industry. The award will be for The Best Red Wine of the 2008
and 2009 Vintages, in classes 17 to 32.

THE PREMIER'S GOLD TROPHY FOR THE BEST VICTORIAN WINE

The Premier’'s Gold Trophy for the best Victorian Wine is presented by the Premier of Victoria on behalf of the
Victorian Government in recognition of excellence in the Victorian Wine Industry. The award will be made to the
Exhibitor of the Best Victorian Red Wine in Show. Exhibits eligible for this award must be made from 100% Victorian
grapes and vintaged in Victoria.

THE FRANCOIS DE CASTELLA TROPHY

The Francois De Castella Trophy is awarded to the Best Young White Wine in classes 5 to 14.

THE DOUGLAS SEABROOK SINGLE VINEYARD TROPHY

The Douglas Seabrook Single Vineyard Trophy is awarded to the highest scoring exhibit in classes 1 to 4. All entries
must be from an individually named vineyard, the name of which appears on the commercial label of the wine. The
wine must be made from at least 95% of grapes grown on the named vineyard.

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None of the following instructions will in any way limit or restrict any of the powers discretions rights and duties conferred upon the Judges by the
Regulations or the RASV’s powers under the Regulations.

1. Judges will judge each class and on receipt of all result sheets applicable to any one class, the Chairman of Judges shall have the points
totalled and checked. The Chairman of Judges will have the final power to arbitrate the Awards.

2. No Judge will have access to Exhibits other than the glass of each which is placed in front of him by the Stewards.
3. All Exhibits will be judged on points allocated by each Judge from the following maximum number of points:

Colour and Clarity 3

Bouquet 7
Palate 10
TOTAL 20

4. Awards will be made as follows:
Bronze Award 46.50 to 50.99 points
Silver Award  51.00 to 55.49 points
Gold Award 55.50 points and over

Points represent the aggregate number of points allocated by three Judges from a maximum of 20 points awarded by each Judge.

5. The Chairman of Judges will have the power to disqualify or dismiss, as being ineligible for judging, any Exhibit which, in his opinion, does not
comply with the Regulations in every respect, and such disqualification will be final.

Judges may in their absolute discretion decline to make an Award in any class. Awards may be withheld in any class where Exhibits are
considered unworthy or where the Judges for any reason and in their absolute discretion decide that any Award shall be withheld.

Light Fresh Styles (White) - Wines with freshness, elegance and immediate drinkability. We wouldn't expect any obvious oak but would expect
some texture and detail.

Medium Bodied Styles (White) - Includes the fuller expressions of white varieties and blends and would also include cask matured styles.

Sweeter Aromatic Styles (White) - Looking for muscat aromatic sweeter styles made from Gewurztraminer, Muscat of Petit Grains, Muscat Gordo
Blanco, Traminer/Riesling blends etc.

Light Bodied (Red) - Serious red wine with character and complexity. These wines will include such varieties and blends as Pinot Noir, Gamay,
Grenache, Sangiovese etc.

Medium Bodied (Red) - Will include many of the Rhone blends/variations, Claret styles, Merlot blends, elegant Shiraz Cabernet combinations etc.
The medium bodied classes are also included to encourage some of the interesting blending of Italian, Spanish, Portugese and French varieties.
We would be trying to avoid excessive use of oak in all medium bodied sections.

Full Bodied (Red) — These classes will include the riper styles of wine from varieties like Shiraz, Durif etc. The use of oak in this category is
important but will need to be in balance with palate weight.

Claret Style - Cabernet and related blends. Medium to firm bodied wine styles made from traditional Bordeaux varieties Cabernet Sauvignon,
Merlot, Cabernet Franc, Malbec and Petit Verdot in any combination. We would expect more emphasis on charm and complexity than variety and
extract.

Shiraz Cabernet or Cabernet Shiraz - Classic Australian blend. Wines will be medium to full bodied in style with higher levels of fruit and oak
extract being acceptable but in balance. We would expect to see some modern interpretations of the blend.

Rhone Styles - Medium bodied wine styles made from traditional Rhone varieties Shiraz, Grenache, Mouvedre, Carignan, Cinsault, Viognier,
Roussanne etc. Looking for a wide range of styles with balance, spice and interest. We will judge them in 'like' groups of varietal mix.

Mediterranean Styles — Medium bodied wine styles made from both single varieties and blends of Italian and Spanish cultivars. Typically
Sangiovese, Merlot Sangiovese, Tempranillo etc. Looking for a wide range of styles with balance and interest.

Australian Styles — Classic Australian medium to full bodied red wine. Either single variety or blends, typically Shiraz, Shiraz Cabernet etc. Higher
levels of extract and oak acceptable but should be in balance.

Australian - A younger style showing fresh fruit characters, integration of spirit and some wood maturation, though not essential. Would expect up
to five (5) years of age.

Classic - A maturing style, showing more complexity from wood maturation, yet with still some fruit character evident. A minimum of five (5) years
maturation in wooden vessels. For Tokay and Muscat a minimum of 9° Be required.

Grand. — A mature style showing great complexity from wood maturation with a hint of fruit evident. Flavoursome, rich and great length. A minimum
of ten (10) years maturation in wooden vessels. For Tokay and Muscat a minimum of 9° Be required.

Rare - The epitome of maturation in the style, showing rancio from wood maturation, richness of flavour and extraordinary flavour length.
A minimum of fifteen (15) years maturation in wooden vessels. For Tokay and Muscat a minimum of 9° Be required.

*Note - Australian and Classic styles will be judged together.

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101.The Regulations appearing in this Entry Booklet form part of the
General Regulations and conditions of entry to an Event at the Royal
Melbourne Wine Show. In the event of any inconsistency between the
General Regulations and these Regulations, the General Regulations
shall prevail to the extent of the inconsistency unless the General
Regulations provide otherwise.

Definitions

Award means a prize awarded by the Judges to an Exhibit in a section
or class (ie Gold, Silver, Bronze or a trophy).

Chairman of Judges
means the person appointed by the RASV to fulfill this role and whom
the RASV may remove and replace at anytime in its absolute discretion.

Event includes competition and class and without limitation includes any
event listed in an Entry Booklet.

Exhibit means the wine entered into the 2010 Royal Melbourne Wine
Show by an Exhibitor.

Exhibitor means a Winemaker and/or Winemaker and Distiller or Wine
and Spirit Merchant who has entered one or more Exhibits into the Royal
Melbourne Wine Show.

Geographic Indication
means as that term is defined in section 4 of the Australian Wine and
Brandy Corporation Act 1980.

Minimum Quantity
means the specified minimum quantity of wine at the time of entry
required to be held by the Exhibitor for a particular class.

Regulations means the General Regulations and Special Regulations.

General Regulations
means the RASV’s General Regulations for all Competitions.

Special Regulations

means the RASV’s Special Regulations for Wine Competitions including
without limitation, the relevant Entry Form and all provisions set out in
this Entry Booklet including without limitation, the description of sections
and classes of entry, description of Awards and instructions to Judges.

Wine and Spirit Merchant

means an individual or body corporate who carries on the business of
buying wine and/or brandy for re-sale by wholesale and who is liable for
Wine Equalisation Tax under the A New Tax System (Wine Equalisation
Tax) Act 1999.

Winemaker and/or Winemaker and Distiller

means an individual or individuals or body corporate who carries on the
business of manufacturing wine and/or brandy from grapes and who is
liable for Wine Equalisation Tax under the A New Tax System (Wine
Equalisation Tax) Act 1999.

Bottled means commercially bottled but not necessarily labelled or
released.

Unbottled means not commercially bottled and currently held in bulk.

102. Only Winemakers and/or Winemakers and Distillers and Wine
and Spirit Merchants are eligible to enter Exhibits into this Event.

103. An Exhibitor may only enter Exhibits which:

(a) Comply in all respects with the criteria established by the
Special Regulations for entry in the relevant class;

(b) Are the bona fide property of the Exhibitor; and

(c) Represent the wine listed on the Entry Form.

104. Exhibitors are eligible to enter qualifying Exhibits in all classes
subject to these Regulations. However, no Exhibit may be entered in
more than one class, and no Exhibit may be entered in the event by
more than one Exhibitor. All Exhibitors must have an Australian
Business Number (ABN) and this must be quoted on all correspondence
by the Exhibitor including all Entry Forms.

105. Each Exhibit entered other than fortified wines must comprise
of four (4) bottles of 750ml each or equivalent of 3000ml. In the case of
fortified wines, three (3) bottles of 750ml each or equivalent of 2250ml
are required.

NOTE: Exhibitors must have available for immediate dispatch to the
RASYV, additional bottles, not exceeding six (6), of each Exhibit
should it be required for the Exhibitor Tasting. This additional
quantity will usually only be sought where an Exhibit has been
awarded a Gold Medal.

106. Trophy Winning Wines: Exhibitors whose exhibits have won
a trophy at the 2010 RMWS will be required to supply, at their own
expense, three (3) x one dozen cases by Thursday 21 October, 2010, for
consumption at the Wine Awards Dinner

Major Trophy Winning Wines: RASV reserves the right to purchase an
additional three (3) x one dozen cases of wine at 50% of the wholesale
cost .

Wine Communicators of Australia Luncheon: Trophy winners will be
contacted by the Wine Communicators of Australia to provide up to three
(3) x one dozen cases of wine to feature at the RMWS Trophy Winners
Luncheon, and agree to purchase the wine for the luncheon at 50% of
the wholesale cost.

107. An Exhibitor may be awarded more than one Award in any
class where more than one entry is permitted.

108. Exhibits will be judged on points and aggregate points for
Award winners will be set out in the Catalogue of Results.

109. Subject to these Regulations, Gold, Silver and Bronze
certificates will be issued to Award winners.

110. Entries must be made on the prescribed Entry Form supplied
by the RASYV for that purpose. Exhibitors must state on the Entry Form
all details required by the Entry Form. (See also Regulation 111.)

111. After the close of entries, no person, except with the approval
of the RASV will be permitted access to the Exhibits until the Awards
have been announced.

112. All Exhibits are to bear the labels supplied by the RASV, and

must show:

(@) the year of the Competition;

(b) the number of the class;

(c) the number of the of the exhibit;

(d) the year of the vintage, or if blended, variety(ies) and
Geographic Indication (if claimed); and

(e) in the case of fortified wines, Baume.

113. Varietal wine Exhibits must be made from not less than 80% of

the one grape variety for 1993 and earlier vintages, and 85% of the one
grape variety for 1994 and later vintages.

114. To be considered eligible for The Premier’'s Gold Trophy an
Exhibit must be made from 100% Victorian grapes and vintaged in
Victoria. Only red wine Exhibits are eligible for this Trophy in 2010.

115. To be eligible for entry in a class and for an Award, an Exhibit
must comply with all criteria set out in these Regulations including
without limitation, the relevant Minimum Quantity requirements. For
blended wine the Minimum Quantity relates to wine already blended. In
all classes, the actual wine stock as stated on the Entry Form for any
Exhibit may be inspected and checked by a representative or nominee of
the RASV. Each Exhibitor must supply the RASV with a sealed envelope
containing the record of any sale made subsequent to its Entry Form
being lodged, where such sale has reduced the stipulated quantity below
the Minimum Quantity for the relevant class. Wine volume entered into
the Event must be a finished blend and must meet the minimum volume
requirements. Unblended product will not be accepted as part of these
volume requirements.
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116. The RASV may nominate a person or persons to conduct and
audit; inspect and/or analyse any Exhibit or wine held by an Exhibitor
purporting to be of the type entered as an Exhibit, as decided by the
RASV, to verify that it meets the relevant conditions for the relevant
class in which it was exhibited, and that the wine held by the Exhibitor
represents the Exhibit provided for judging. The Exhibitor must permit
the person or persons to take samples of the relevant wine held by the
Exhibitor if so requested. Any inspection may be conducted either prior
to the announcement of Awards or within a reasonable period of time,
being no greater than eight (8) weeks, following the announcement of
the Awards. The person or persons appointed to carry out the inspection
will make a report to the RASV.

117. Unless otherwise stated, all Exhibits become the property of
the RASV.
118. All Exhibits must be solely the produce of grapes grown in

Australia and conform to the respective Acts of the States and the
Commonwealth which govern the manufacture of Australian Wine and
Australian Brandy; including (among others) the Customs and Excise Act
and Regulations, the Distillation Act and Regulations, Health Act and
Regulations, and the Label Integrity Programme, as administered by the
Australian Wine and Brandy Corporation.

119. All decisions of the RASV and the Judges as to the application
of the Regulations, or any decisions made under the Regulations, will be
final and binding on all Exhibitors, save the RASV may in its absolute
discretion elect to review and alter any decision made by it or the Judges
under the Regulations at any time. This includes without limitation, the
conferring of awards or decisions of the Judges. The RASV may in its
absolute discretion take all such actions or steps it considers appropriate
in respect of the Regulations including without limitation, revoking
awards and suspending or prohibiting persons from future entry in any
Event.

120. Protests may only be made by Exhibitors with Exhibits in the
class to which a protest relates.

121. No protest will be entertained unless made within seven (7)
calendar days of the announcement of the Awards. Such protest must
be addressed to The Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria Limited and
lodged at the RASV Centre at Level 1, Melbourne Showgrounds, Epsom
Road, Ascot Vale Victoria, 3032. Such protests must be accompanied
with a deposit of $200.00 (inc GST) which may be forfeited to the RASV
if in the sole opinion of the RASV the protest is unfounded, frivolous or
vexatious. The RASV will determine in its absolute discretion the
process to be adopted in considering any protest and any sanction or
other result of any successful protest. General Regulations 11.1 to 11.7
do not apply unless specifically determined otherwise by the RASV.

122. Permission has been granted by the RASV to endorse the use
of Exhibitor Judges for the RMWS. A maximum of one Exhibitor or
representative or employee of an Exhibitor may occupy the position of
Judge in any one panel. An Exhibitor Judge may not occupy the position
of panel chair. This does not apply to Associate Judges or Stewards.

123. No Exhibitor shall advertise or allow to be advertised by any
means whatsoever, whether by broadcasting, pictorially, or in writing, the
fact that any Exhibit has won any Award unless such advertisement
shows clearly;

a) the year of Award,

b) description of class, with vintage year where applicable;

c) type of wine;

d) the name under which the Exhibit was entered; and

e) in the case of on bottle advertising, the bottles carry the same
label and name under which the Exhibit was entered.

In entering the Event the Exhibitor acknowledges that all Awards are
owned by the RASV and that the Exhibitor may not promote the winning
of any Award or any association with an Award or the Event, otherwise
than in accordance with the Regulations, or if prohibited by the RASV.
The RASV may take any action it considers necessary in respect of any
advertising it considers does not comply with the Regulations, including
without limitation, revoking any Award conferred upon an Exhibit.

DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION

Definitions

The following definitions apply unless the context requires otherwise.

Agent includes any person, agent, association or corporation

engaged by or on behalf of the Exhibitor and any person acting or

purporting to act on the Exhibitor's behalf (including any person who

is an invitee of the Exhibitor and regardless of whether the person is

remunerated or not).

Assistant Chief Steward means the person occupying or acting in

the position of Assistant Chief Steward of a section.

Body includes any society, organisation or body within or outside

Australia having similar objects to the RASV and, without limitation,

includes:

. Royal Agricultural Society of the Northern Territory Inc;

. Royal National Agricultural & Industrial Association of

Queensland;

Royal Agricultural & Horticultural Society of South Australia;

Royal Agricultural Society of NSW;

Royal Agricultural Society of Tasmania;

Royal National Capital Agricultural Society;

Royal Agricultural Society of WA, and

. any breed association or society recognised by the RASV.

Business Day means a week day on which banks in Melbourne are

open for business.

Chief Executive means a person occupying or acting in the position

of Chief Executive of the RASV.

Chief Steward means the person occupying or acting in the position

of Chief Steward of a section.

Closing Date means the date and time set out in the Relevant Entry

Booklet after which entries for the Event will not be accepted by the

RASV.

Entry Form means an entry form supplied by the RASV for an

Event.

Event includes competition and class and without limitation includes

any event listed in an Entry Booklet.

Exhibit means the item entered into an Event by an Exhibitor.

Exhibitor means the competitor, and if the competitor is less than

18 years of age, the parent or guardian of the competitor who signs

the Entry Form.

Judge means a person appointed by the RASV to judge an Event.

Motor Vehicle includes a truck, trailer, horse float and stock

transporter but does not include a caravan.

RASV means The Royal Agricultural Society of Victoria Limited

(ACN 006 728 785).

Regulations means:

(@) the RASV’s General Regulations For All Competitions;

(b) the rules, regulations and conditions of entry set out in the
Relevant Entry Booklet; and

(c) the rules, regulations and conditions of entry set out on the
Entry Form for the Event.

Relevant Entry Booklet means the Entry Booklet which applies to

the particular Event in which the Exhibitor has submitted or proposes

to submit an entry in accordance with these Regulations.

Entry Booklet means an Entry Booklet of events and prizes issued

by the RASV and without limitation, a reference to an Entry Booklet

includes a reference to the rules, regulations and conditions set out

in the Entry Booklet.

Show means the Royal Melbourne Show.

Showgrounds means the Melbourne Showgrounds, Epsom Road,

Ascot Vale, Victoria and includes without limitation all areas owned,

used, rented or leased by the RASV.

Steward means a person occupying or acting in the position of

steward.

Interpretation

Headings are for convenience only and do not affect interpretation.

The following rules apply unless the context requires otherwise.

(@) The singular includes the plural and conversely.

(b) A gender includes all genders.

(c) If aword or phrase is defined, its other grammatical forms have
a corresponding meaning.

(d) A reference to a person, corporation, trust, partnership,
unincorporated body or other entity includes any of them.

(e) A reference to a Regulation is a reference to a regulation of
these Regulations.
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(f) A reference to a regulation, rule or condition of entry is to the
regulation, rule or condition of entry as amended, varied,
supplemented, novated or replaced, except to the extent
prohibited by these regulations.

(g) A reference to a right or obligation of any two or more persons
confers that right, or imposes that obligation, as the case may
be, jointly and severally.

In the event of an inconsistency between the Regulations and an

Entry Booklet, the Regulations prevail to the extent of the

inconsistency unless otherwise provided.

Exemptions

The RASV may, by notice in writing, exempt an Exhibit or an
Exhibitor from one or more of the obligations or requirements
contained in these Regulations.

Consents or Approvals

Where the doing of any act, matter or thing under these Regulations
is dependent upon the consent or approval of a person or is within
the discretion of a person, the consent or approval may be given or
discretion may be exercised conditionally or unconditionally or
withheld by the person in its absolute discretion and without giving or
assigning any reason for it.

ENTRIES

Requirements for entering an Event

An entry to an Event must be:

(@) inwriting;

(b) onan Entry Form;

(c) signed by the Exhibitor or, if the Exhibitor is less than 18 years
of age, signed by the Exhibitor's parent or guardian;

(d) accompanied by the entry fee set out in the Relevant Entry

Booklet; and

(e) submitted before the Closing Date to the RASV's Registered
Office.

Warranty

The Exhibitor represents and warrants to the RASV that the
information set out on the Entry Form is complete, accurate and not
misleading in any way.

Rules and Regulations

An entry is subject to:

(@) the Regulations;

(b) the Relevant Entry Booklet; and

(c) the rules, regulations and conditions set out on the Entry Form.

Entries subject to Rules and Regulations

Upon submission of an entry in accordance with Regulation 2.1, the
Exhibitor agrees to be bound by the rules, regulations and conditions
referred to in Regulation 2.3 and to ensure that each Agent of the
Exhibitor complies with those rules, regulations and conditions. An
act or omission of an Agent of an Exhibitor may be deemed by the
RASYV to be the act or omission of the Exhibitor.

Altered entries
Subject to the Relevant Entry Booklet, an entry may not be altered
after the Closing Date.

Number of Entries
The RASV may restrict the number of entries in any Event.

ENTRY FEE

The entry fee becomes the property of the RASV on receipt by the
RASV and, without limitation, the entry fee paid in respect of an entry
which is withdrawn or which does not satisfy the requirements for
entry or conditions of eligibility will not be refunded.

OWNERSHIP OF EXHIBITS

Ownership on entry

At the time the RASV receives the Entry Form for entry to an Event,
the Exhibit entered into that Event by the Exhibitor must be the
property of the Exhibitor or held by the Exhibitor under a written
lease in existence at that time.

Ownership on judging

At the time of judging an Event, each Exhibit entered into that Event
by an Exhibitor must be the property of the Exhibitor or be held by
the Exhibitor under a written lease in existence at that time. An
Exhibit which is not the property of the Exhibitor or held by the
Exhibitor under a written lease in existence at the time of judging will
be ineligible for the Event.

EXHIBIT TICKET

Subject to the Relevant Entry Booklet, the RASV will issue an exhibit
ticket for an Exhibit unless it otherwise determines. The Exhibitor or
an Agent of the Exhibitor must produce the exhibit ticket upon a
request from the RASV or a Steward.

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CONDUCT OF EXHIBITORS

Compliance with rules and regulations

Where an Exhibit and/or Exhibitor fails to comply with any of the

Regulations the RASV may impose one or more of the following

penalties on the Exhibit or Exhibitor or both of them:

(a) disqualification;

(b) suspension;

(c) afine;

(d) order the Exhibit or the Exhibitor, his or her family, invitees and
Agents be removed from the Showgrounds; or

(e) any other penalty.

Without limiting the above, the RASV may forfeit an award, and upon

forfeiture, the Exhibitor must return any ribbon, money, prize card or

other evidence of that award to the RASV within seven days after

receiving notification of the forfeiture. Nothing in this Regulation limits

Regulation 7.

Compliance with directions

(@) The Exhibitor must fully comply with the directions and requests
of the RASV. Without limitation, directions and requests of the
RASV may apply to the Exhibit, the Exhibitor, the conditions of
the Event, the conduct of the Exhibitor, the conduct of the
Event, the decision of the Judge, or the award of prizes.

(b) Without limiting Regulation 6.2(a), upon a request from the
RASV, an Exhibitor must make a statutory declaration in the
form and with respect to matters the RASV in its discretion
requires.

Statements

The Exhibitor must not make a statement regarding an Exhibit, which

in the opinion of the RASV is fraudulent, false, erroneous, misleading

or deceptive or likely to mislead or deceive.

Tampering

An Exhibit must not be or have been tampered with or otherwise

improperly dealt with by an Exhibitor.

Mutual Recognition
The RASV may recognise, act upon and enforce any penalty
imposed by a Body on an Exhibit or an Exhibitor at any time.

Further Proceedings

The RASV may conduct further proceedings in relation to any matter
concerning an Exhibitor, an Exhibit, a potential Exhibitor or a
potential Exhibit, and impose any suspension, fine, disqualification,
withdrawal or forfeiture of an award, handicap, reprimand, warning or
any other penalty, irrespective of whether a Body has already
imposed a penalty on the Exhibitor or the Exhibit, or on the potential
Exhibitor or the potential Exhibit.

Reciprocal Arrangements

The RASV may enter into reciprocal arrangements with a Body in
relation to any matter concerning an Exhibit, an Exhibitor, a potential
Exhibit or a potential Exhibitor.

POWERS OF RASV IN RESPECT TO CONTROL OF THE SHOW

Power to refuse to accept an Entry, Exhibit or Exhibitor
The RASV may refuse to accept an entry for an Event, an Exhibit or
an Exhibitor or any of them.

Power to cancel or alter

The RASV may:

(a) alter the Closing Date for an Event, or the Closing Date for
receipt of any particular entry;

(b) remove any Exhibit from the Showgrounds or cause any Exhibit
to be removed from the Showgrounds;

(c) amend an entry for an Event to, without limitation, substitute an
alternate competition or class for the competition or class in
which the Exhibit is or was entered;

(d) alter the conditions of any Event;

(e) refuse to display an Exhibit;

(f)  rule that an Exhibit or Exhibitor may not compete or is ineligible
to compete;

(g) alter the date, time or place on or at which any Event is
scheduled to take place or to be judged;

(h) alter the Judge scheduled to judge any Event; or

(i) cancel any Event.

The rights set out above apply notwithstanding:

(@) the RASV's acceptance of an entry for an Event;

(b) inclusion of an entry for an Event in the relevant Show
Catalogue;

(c) the issue of an exhibit ticket to an Exhibitor or in respect of an
Exhibit or an Event; or

(d) the issue of any other document to an Exhibitor or in respect of
an Exhibit or an Event.

LIABILITY AND INDEMNITY

Release

Entry to, remaining on and using the Showgrounds or any part of

them by an Exhibitor is entirely at the risk of the Exhibitor and, to the

maximum extent permitted by law, the Exhibitor releases the RASV

(which term includes in this clause the RASV's officers, employees,

members, contractors and agents), from all claims, demands and

liabilities of every kind resulting from any accident, damage or injury
occurring at the Showgrounds and, without limitation, the Exhibitor
acknowledges and agrees:

(@) the RASV has no responsibility or liability for any loss, damage
or injury to or caused by any Exhibit;

(b) the RASV has no responsibility or liability for any loss, damage
or injury to or caused by any Exhibitor or any Agent;

(c) the RASV has no responsibility or liability for any loss, damage
or injury to a Motor Vehicle or any of its contents whilst it is on
the Showgrounds or in any car park under the RASV'’s control;
and

(d) without limiting Regulations 8.1(a) and 8.1(b) above, the RASV
has no responsibility or liability for any loss, damage or injury
resulting from the sale, treatment, failure to treat, destruction,
disposal or other dealing with any Exhibit, or for any loss,
damage or injury to any personal belongings, equipment or
property brought onto the Showgrounds by any person.

Indemnity

To the maximum extent permitted by law, the Exhibitor must
indemnify and keep indemnified the RASV and its officers,
employees, members, contractors and agents from and against all
actions, claims, demands, losses, damages, costs, expenses and
liabilities including without limitation, consequential loss and loss of
profits for which the RASV is or may be or become liable in respect
of or arising from:

(a) loss, damage or injury to any person in connection with the
Exhibit or the relevant Event;

(b) without limiting Regulation 8.2(a), loss, damage or injury to any
other Exhibit or Exhibitor, any Agent of any other Exhibitor, or
to the property of the RASV, or its members, or to the general
public or any member of the general public, caused or
contributed to or by any act or omission of an Exhibit of the
Exhibitor or by the Exhibitor or any Agent of the Exhibitor; and

(c) without limiting Regulation 8.2(a), loss, damage or injury to the
Exhibit, or to the Exhibitor or any Agent of the Exhibitor caused
or contributed to by an act or omission of an Exhibit or by the
transportation, feeding or housing of an Exhibit .

Removal from Showgrounds

Without prejudice to any other provision in these Regulations, where
the RASYV, its officers, employees, members, contractors or agents
removes an Exhibit, or causes an Exhibit to be removed, from the
Showgrounds, the Exhibit is removed or caused to be removed
entirely at the risk of the Exhibitor. The person or persons removing
the Exhibit will be deemed to be the agent of the Exhibitor, and his or
her acts and omissions will be deemed to be the acts and omissions
of the Exhibitor.

INFORMATION HANDLING
The RASV is bound by the National Privacy Principles of the Privacy
Act 1988 (Cth) and other applicable laws governing privacy.

Collection of Personal Information
(a) The RASV may collect, hold and use personal information about
Exhibitors, their family members, invitees or Agents.
(b) The types of information that may be collected include names
and contact details, credit card details, qualifications, results of
the Exhibitor’s entry into the relevant Event and any reprimand,
fine, disqualification, withdrawal of an award or penalty imposed
on the Exhibitor in connection with entry of the Exhibit in the
relevant Event. Information may also be collected from other
Bodies relating to the Exhibitor's entry into events held by that
Body including, without limitation, reprimands, fines,
disqualifications, withdrawals of awards or penalties imposed.
Personal information is collected for the purpose of
administration of Events and the Show, as well as related
purposes including, without limitation, promoting the Events and
the Show, maintenance of records of information relevant to
qualifications for future events, maintenance of health and safety
records in relation to Events, applicable insurance cover for
Events and making claims under the RASV’s insurance for
incidents which involve an Exhibitor and occur during an Event.
(d) Personal information may also be used for the purpose of
informing Exhibitors about other events and services offered by
the RASV (such as future Shows) by post. Except in limited
circumstances, the RASV will seek the consent of the Exhibitor to
use personal information for this purpose. The RASV may send
an Exhibitor publications and information about other events and
services electronically, if the Exhibitor provides an email address
for this purpose.
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Sharing Personal Information

(@) The RASV may share information with other organisations and
service providers to assist in administering the Events and the
Show, including co-sponsors of Events and health service
providers, indemnity or insurance providers or other Bodies.

The RASV may also publish winners' details on its websites or
publications or disclose information about an Exhibitor to the
media for the purpose of publishing articles on the Exhibitor's
participation in the Show, unless the Exhibitor has requested that
the Exhibitor’s personal information not be published or disclosed
for these purposes.

The RASV may also disclose information if otherwise required or
authorised by law.

Access And Correction
(@) An Exhibitor may contact the RASV if the Exhibitor has a
complaint or a query about the information handling practices of
the RASV.
(b) An Exhibitor may request that the RASV remove any personal
information about that Exhibitor published in connection with an
Exhibit or an Event from the RASV'’s publications. The RASV
will, to the extent that it can reasonably do so and as soon as is
reasonably practical, remove such information from the relevant
publications.
An Exhibitor may request the RASV to provide access to any
personal information held by the RASV about the Exhibitor, to the
extent authorised by the Privacy Act and all other applicable
laws. Those laws may not give rise to a right of access to all
information or in all circumstances.
(d) An access request must be made in writing, addressed to:

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JUDGING

Interference

The Exhibitor and Agents of the Exhibitor must not consult, influence
or interfere with a Judge or attempt to consult, influence or interfere
with a Judge or do any other thing which may influence or interfere
with the Judge's freedom of choice or judgement unless it is
expressly authorised by the Relevant Entry Booklet.

Indications of Ownership

The Exhibitor, any Agent of the Exhibitor and the Exhibit must not be
equipped with or wear or display anything indicating the ownership of
the Exhibit before or during judgment of the Exhibit unless it is
expressly authorised by the Relevant Entry Booklet.

Decision

Except as otherwise expressly provided in the Regulations, the
decision of a Judge as to the merits of the Exhibit and the Exhibitor
or either of them will be final, and the Exhibitor may not protest or
appeal the decision.

Prizes

Subject to the Relevant Entry Booklet, a Judge may in his or her

opinion:

(@) award a second or third prize in place of a first prize;

(b) withhold a prize where a prize should not be awarded,;

(c) where there is a tie for any placing in an Event, award
subsequent placings so that the next placing will be the number
of Exhibits already placed plus one (for example, if two Exhibits
tie for first place, award a third for the next placing);

(d) where all the prizes offered in an Event have been awarded
and a further Exhibit is of sufficient merit to deserve a prize,
make a reserve number of the further Exhibit; or

(e) give commendations where they are deserved.

Disqualifications

Where an Exhibit or an Exhibitor is disqualified and the applicable
award is forfeited, the RASV may (but is not obliged to) promote the
Exhibit next in order to that prize, whether the Exhibit next in order
was awarded a prize or a reserve number. Exhibits next in order,
whether awarded a prize or reserve number, may also be promoted
to the prize next in order.

Prize Cards

The Exhibitor must ensure that prize cards awarded for an Exhibit
are displayed with the Exhibit while it is on exhibition.

PROTESTS AND APPEALS

Protests and appeals may only be made by Exhibitors with Exhibits
in the class to which the protest relates.

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Protest to Stewards

The Exhibitor may protest to either (but not both) the Chief Steward
or Assistant Chief Steward of the relevant section in relation to
conduct, judging or any other matter relating to an Event. A protest
must be made in accordance with the procedures set out in the
Relevant Entry Booklet and be received by the Chief Steward or
Assistant Chief Steward (as applicable) within 24 hours after the later
of the Show's commencement or the commencement of the
applicable Event.

Appeal

The Exhibitor may appeal against:

(a) adecision made by the RASV pursuant to the Regulations; or

(b) a decision of the Chief Steward or Assistant Chief Steward in
relation to a protest under Regulation 11.1.

Form of Appeal

To be an appeal for the purpose of Regulation 11.2 an appeal made

by the Exhibitor must be:

(@) in writing setting out in reasonable detail the grounds for the
appeal;

(b) addressed to:

(c) accompanied by a deposit of $200.00 (or such other amount as
is notified from time to time by the RASV for the purpose of this
Regulation 11.3(c) and
(d) received by the Chief Executive by 5 p.m. on the Business Day
which is 10 Business Days after the day on which the decision
the subject of the appeal was made.

Review Committee

For the purposes of this Regulation: a “Review Committee” will be
comprised of three people selected by the RASV, being persons who
were not part of, and who are independent of, the committee or
personnel who made the decision the subject of the appeal.

Within a reasonable time after receipt by the Chief Executive of an
appeal complying with Regulation 11.3, the Review Committee will
meet to consider the appeal.

Proceedings of the Review Committee

In considering an appeal, the Review Committee must:

(@) give due consideration to the grounds of appeal submitted by
the Exhibitor and to any other evidence submitted by the
Exhibitor;

(b) give the Exhibitor an opportunity to make oral representations
to the Review Committee; and

(c) inits discretion, call for and hear expert opinion.

Notification of Review Committee's decision

The Chief Executive will notify the Exhibitor of the Review
Committee's decision within 48 hours after that decision is notified by
the Review Committee to the Chief Executive. The decision of the
Review Committee is final and the Exhibitor will not have any right of
appeal in respect of the Review Committee’s decision.

Forfeiture of deposit

Where, in the opinion of the Review Committee an appeal is
unfounded, frivolous or vexatious, the deposit referred to in
Regulation 11.3 may be forfeited to the RASV, but, if not so forfeited,
must be returned by the RASV to the Exhibitor when or within a
reasonable time after the decision of the Review Committee is
notified by the Chief Executive to the Exhibitor.

ACCOMMODATION

No obligation to provide Exhibit space or accommodation

(@) The RASV is not obliged to provide space for an Exhibit or
accommodation for an Exhibitor or any Agent of an Exhibitor.
For the purposes of these Regulations, "accommodation”
includes provision of a space for a person to sleep.

(b) Where the RASV, in its discretion, allocates space for an
Exhibit or accommodation for an Exhibitor or any Agent of an
Exhibitor, only the allocated areas may be used, and only for
the purpose designated by the RASV.

Personal effects

The RASV has no responsibility or liability for any loss or damage:

(a) suffered by an Exhibitor or any Agent of an Exhibitor using
space provided for an Exhibit or accommodation for an
Exhibitor or any Agent of an Exhibitor; or

(b) caused to personal belongings, equipment or property which is
brought onto the Showgrounds by an Exhibitor or any Agent of
an Exhibitor.
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FIRE REGULATIONS

Flames

The Exhibitor and any Agent of the Exhibitor must not smoke, cook,
or heat water by any means whatsoever or use any device involving
naked flame in or near any animal pavilion, stall, pen or locker.

Electrical Interference

The Exhibitor and any Agent of the Exhibitor must not:

(@) subject to Regulation 13.3, use mains powered electrical
devices in or near any animal pavilion, stall, pen or locker; or

(b) alter or interfere with any electrical wiring, switch, plug or
socket whatsoever on the Showgrounds.

Exceptions

Nothing in Regulation 13.2(a) prohibits the use of main powered
electrical appliances which are, in the opinion of the RASV, essential
to animal care, or the use of a light-bulb in a locker if the light-bulb is
fitted in the socket provided.

VEHICLE PARKING

Loading and Unloading

With the prior consent of the RASV, Motor Vehicles of an Exhibitor or
an Agent of an Exhibitor may enter the Showgrounds for the purpose
of loading or unloading only. Motor Vehicles must not remain on the
Showgrounds, and must be removed immediately upon completion
of loading or unloading.

Caravans

Caravans of an Exhibitor or an Agent of an Exhibitor must not enter
or remain on the Showgrounds for any purpose, unless in
accordance with the prior written consent of the RASV.

Tow Away

Any Motor Vehicle or Caravan entering or remaining on the
Showgrounds in contravention of the Regulations or of any other
parking rules or restrictions, may be removed from the Showgrounds
by the RASV and stored. Any costs incurred by the RASV pursuant
to this Regulation must be paid by the Exhibitor.

AGENTS

Any person acting or purporting to act as an agent of an Exhibitor is
deemed to have given the RASV a warranty of his or her authority to
so act, and the RASV is not required to make any inquiry as to that
authority.

GOVERNING LAW

These Regulations are governed by the laws of Victoria.
